As someone who rides
to get to the next place
and explore while I'm there, I'm a big
fan of kit that works both on and off
the bike. This is why I've leant
towards trainer-style boots in recent
years, and this pair of Formas fit
the bill perfectly.

Comfortable from the
first wear thanks to soft
polymer padding with
memory foam and
something Forma call
a ‘PP Mid Dual-Flex’ midsole,
I've worn them in temperatures
topping 40°C as well as through
chilly rainstorms. In both scenarios
they held up well and the Drytex
membrane did its job, despite being
classified as water resistant, with
moisture only seeping in after an
hour or so.

| don't come down hard on either
side of the ‘pink’ debate in women's
kit, and | personally like the look of
black, pink and white together... it
might be something to do with the
fashion of my teenage years.

They meet the higher CE level
(1-2-2-2) in all but boot height, and
house reinforced heel and toe areas
as well as TPU moulded plastic
ankle protectors, which can cause a
bit of itchiness and discomfort at
motorway speeds, although overall
they are comfortable to wear for
long periods. That said, they are
classed as an urban boot and in
that environment, they tick all the
boxes perfectly.
